WELCOME TO IRELAND
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DAY 1:
Arrival at Shannon Airport and you are met by your chauffeur.

You travel to Bunratty where you walk through the well-known Bunratty Castle
which is the most complete and authentic medieval castle in Ireland. Built in 1425,
and plundered on many occasions, it was authentically restored in 1954 to its
former medieval splendour, with furnishings and tapestries capturing the mood
and style of the times.

Within its grounds is Bunratty Folk Park where 19th century village and rural life is
recreated. Traditional crafts are carried out in their natural setting and during the
summer period, visitors can also see characters/animators depicting 19th century
life.

Enjoy a light lunch within the Folk Park before travelling to Dromoland Castle
where you will spend your first night of luxury in Ireland. Dromoland Castle

Standing majestically over 410 acres of its own private demesne, Dromoland
Castle affirms itself as one of the most impressive and distinguished castle hotels
in Ireland.

DAY 2:
Today after a leisurely Breakfast you will drive southwards through the picturesque
village of Adare, renowned for its colourful houses and thatched roofs.

You will then motor onwards through the towns of Castleisland and Tralee before
starting your tour of the Dingle Peninsula where drama, history and great beauty
are combined in a spectacular arrangement of mountain, coast and ancient
settlements.

The excellent seafood, the pubs and the traditional music will draw you to this
famous and beautiful peninsula where the Gaelic Language is still the everyday
tongue of the people.

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DAY 3:

The Ring of Kerry is said to contain some of the most magnificent scenery in
Ireland. Pass through the small towns and villages of Killorglin, Cahiriciveen,
Waterville, Sneem and finally Molls Gap in the heart of the black mountains. Free
time in the afternoon.

Second overnight in Hotel Europe Resort.. Killarney Valley

DAY 4:

Depart Killarney and travel to Cork before reaching Cork you will visit the
renowned Blarney Castle and have the opportunity to kiss the renowned Blarney
Stone. According to local legend anyone who kisses the famous stone high up on
the castle parapets will be endowed with the gift of talking.

You will then drive onwards to Midleton in East Cork where you will visit the Old
Midleton Distillery: Follow the old distillery trail through mills, maltings, corn stores,
stillhouse, warehouses and kilns — some of these buildings date back to 1795.
View the largest pot still in the world prior to sampling the internationally renowned =
Jameson Whiskey in the Bar. A

Its then time to go onwards along the Cork and Waterford coastline to Waterford
City where you will enjoy your overnight. Hotel: Faithlegg House Hotel

The restoration of Faithlegg House has returned one of Waterford's finest estates
to its former elegance and created a luxury hotel.
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DAY 5:
First stop this morning is a visit to the Waterford Crystal Visitor Centre . Each year -7
the Centre welcomes more than 250,000 visitors to witness personally the creation
of Waterford masterpieces and to view the spectacular display of the world's finest
crystal.

Its then time to travel northwards to Kilkenny where you will visit Kilkenny Castle:
A 12th century castle remodeled in Victorian times and set in extensive parklands
which was the principal seat of the Butler Family, Marquises and Dukes of
Ormonde. Due to major restoration works, the central block now includes a library,
drawing room and bedrooms decorated in 1830s splendour, as well as the
beautiful Long Gallery. A suite of former servants' rooms is the Butler Art Gallery,
which mounts frequently changing exhibitions of contemporary art.

Westbury Hotel

Then transfer to Dublin where you will stay in the Westbury Hotel. This Hotel is old
world Dublin style at its best.

The hotel is within 2 minutes walk of theatres, entertainment and cultural
attractions.

DAY 6:

You commence your proper tour of Dublin City today, a place where tradition and
cultural heritage have emerged seamlessly over the centuries to create a unique
atmosphere. Your first stop is St Patrick’s Cathedral, to wonder at the majestic
presence of this Dublin landmark. You then stop at Trinity College and proceed
through the grounds of this hallowed education site. You view the Book of Kells
which has been described as “the most beautiful book in the world”.

Kilkenny is often known as the Marble City and it has a number of craft stores
selling Irish linen and pottery. The narrow streets give a romantic air to this
town.

Travel onwards through the counties of Tipperary and Cork to Ireland's second e :
city of Cork. Kilkenny Castle

Overnight in the Kingsley Hotel where the interior with its meticulous attention to
detail is richly adorned with tasteful hues, and most of all, a warm smile.
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DAY 4:

This morning you will visit the English Market: “This is an enclosed market with
entrances off Grand Parade, Patrick Street and Princes Street. The origin of the
English Market may be traced back to James 1st in 1610 but the present
building dates from 1786. Long recognised by locals as a place to meet, eat and
shop, visitors can savour the atmosphere and choose from the wide range of
foods that 42 traders have to offer in this unique market. A “must see” in Cork.

In the afternoon visit Blarney Castle : This historic Castle is situated near Cork in
the village of Blarney and is world famous for the Blarney Stone, which has the
traditional power of conferring eloquence on all who kiss it. The word ‘blarney'
was introduced into the English language by Queen Elizabeth | who used it to
describe pleasant and entertaining conversation that was possibly not all true.
To kiss the Blarney Stone, set beneath the battlements wall, one has to lean
backwards from the parapet walk.

Overnight in your five star hotel in Cork.

Alternatively you can spend the day in the Hotel Yauvana Spa. Yauvana
meaning “youth” is a holistic lifestyle Spa focused on 100% fully customized spa
treatments based on ancient Ayurvedic principles to balance the life-forces
within.

DAY 5:

Transfer to Ashford Castle. Enroute visit Irish Dresden Factory : where you will
learn about the traditions and skills of fine lace porcelain manufacture,
previously to be found only in Theuringia.

Then travel onwards to the awe-inspiring Cliffs of Moher. The Cliffs have been
voted as the most romantic place in Ireland by Lonely Panet. They are 214
metres high at the highest point and range for 8 kilometres over the Atlantic
Ocean. From the Cliffs one can see the Aran Islands, Galway Bay, as well as
the Twelve Pins, the Maum Turk Mountailns in Connemara and Loop Head to
the South.

After your visit you will travel to Galway and onwards to the picturesque town of
Cong, where you will have a candlelit dinner and overnight in Ashford Castle.

Ashford Castle is a 13th Century Castle, once the estate of Lord Ardilaun and
the Guinness Family. It opened as a luxury hotel in 1939.
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DAY 6:

Romantic Connemara Tour: Today you make your way to Kylemore Abbey: the
convent of the Benedictine Nuns of Ypres, beadutifully set on Lake Kylemore.
Visit the picturesque Abbey and enjoy a stroll to the beadutifully restored Gothic
Church; browse in the craft shop and sample our home cooked food. Then enjoy
the rugged scenery of Connemara, the barren landscape and lakes dispersed
through the country side.

Return to Ashford Castle for dinner and overnight.

DAY 7:

Transfer across Ireland to the Dunboyne Castle Hotel. Stop at Newgrange : this
Megalithic Passage Tomb was built about 3200 BC and it has been designated
a World Heritage Site by UNESCO and attracts more than 200,000 visitors each
year.

It's then onwards to your last overnight in Ireland: Dunboyne Castle which
boasts formal gardens.

It is a true oasis for relaxation and rejuvenation. Enjoy a peaceful night's rest i *!,__ = e — -
before disembarking in the morning. Dunboyne Castle

DAY 3:

After Breakfast today your chauffeur will whisk you away from the capital city
goodbye and travel westwards to the midlands of Ireland. You will visit the
majestic Belvedere House, Gardens and Park: this magnificent early 18 th
Century stately home of Robert Rochfort, Earl of Belvedere, stands in 160 acres
of parkland on the shores of Lough Ennell. Belvedere is one of the finest of
Ireland's historic houses, and together with gardens and park, has been
exquisitely restored. A modern visitor centre tells the tale of Rochfort's cruel 31
year imprisonment of his second wife, Sir John Piers' seduction of Lady

Cloncurry at a picnic and the creation of Ireland 's largest man-made folly — the ol |
Jealous Wall. Belvedere House & Gardens

After your visit travel onwards to the County of Donegal.

Overnight in your Hotel in Donegal.
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DAY 4:

Today your chauffeur takes you to Tory Island off the coast of Donegal (12kms
off the coast) — It is an island of mystery and antiquity. Tory's remoteness has
led to the preservation of the traditions and way of life of its resilient and :
independent people. Their music, dance, song and stories are living expressions -
of an ancient Gaelic culture. Many of Tory's ancient customs still survive, -
including the appointment of the “Island King”.

Interesting historical sites include a round tower that once protected monks from
Viking raids, the ruins of St.Colmcille's 6th century monastery and the intriguing
Tau Cross that suggests early seafaring links to the Coptic Christians of Egypt. Tory Island

Return by ferry to Donegal for your overnight.

DAY 5:

After Full Irish Breakfast, your chauffeur travels northwards to Sligo. Stop in the
town and visit Sligo Abbey : known locally as the Abbey, this Dominican friary
was founded in the mid-13th century by Maurice FitzGerald. The site contains a
great wealth of carvings including Gothic and Renaissance tomb sculpture, well
preserved cloisters and the only sculptured 15 th century high altar to survive in
any Irish monastic church.

ISLANDS OF IRELAND TOUR

Travel along the Sligo coast and then onwards through the picturesque lake
district of Pontoon. This area is famous for its fishing. You will then visit the
Museum of Country Life which is located in the grounds of Turlough Park House
which was built in 1865.

This Museum is home to the Irish Folklife Division. This Division is responsible Sligo Abbey
for the care of the national Folklife Collection which comprises of over 50,000

objects. These collections reflect Irish traditional life, largely of a rural nature

and include objects dealing with agriculture, fishing and hunting, clothing,

architecture, vernacular furniture, trades and crafts, transport, sports and

religion.

Overnight in nearby Castlebar or Westport.
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DAY 6:

Today is spent on Achill Island. The blessing of this Island is that you can drive
onto Ireland's largest island.

The island has a long history of human settlement with megalithic tombs and
promontory forts dating back 5000 years. The Achill landscape is also a major
draw with picture postcard Blue Flag beaches, some of Europe's highest cliffs
and large tracts of blanket bog sweeping over the island's two peaks down to
the shores.

You can enjoy hill walking, bird watching, painting or whatever takes your fancy.

Second overnight in Castlebar or Westport.

DAY 7:

Full Day Excursion of Connemara: Set in the heart of the Connemara
mountains is the Kylemore Abbey Estate, home of the Irish Benedictine Nuns.
Visit the picturesque Abbey, reception rooms, video and exhibition and enjoy a
stroll to the beautiful Neo-Gothic Church and Mausoleum where original owners
are buried.

Travel onwards to Clifden, known as the main town of Connemara. Peruse the
many shopping choices in Clifden from sweater shops, quality gift shops,
boutiques to antique and souvenir shops.

Kylemore Abbey
Travel onwards to Galway for overnight.

DAY 8:
Your chauffeur takes you to the ferry port of Rossaveal where you will travel to P
the Aran Islands : Travel by Ferry to the largest of the islands, Inishmore.

Enjoy a tour of the Island by Mini-bus and visit Dun Aonghusa : perched
spectacularly on a cliff overlooking the Atlantic Ocean, this is the largest of the
prehistoric stone forts of the Aran Islands. It is enclosed by three massive dry-
stone walls and a “cheveaux-de-frise” consisting of tall blocks of limestone set
vertically into the ground to deter attackers.

In the afternoon, free time to enjoy the little town of Kilronan. Dun Aonghusa

Return to Galway in the late afternoon.

A day of splendid scenery as you tour the Ring of Kerry which is said to contain
some of the most magnificent scenery in Ireland.

In the afternoon visit Muckross House, situated in Killarney National Park, close
to the eastern shore of Muckross Lake.

Today, you depart from Killarney and head northwards. Tralee is the first large
town we come to before, Listowel and Tarbert where you wait to board the ferry
that crosses the Shannon. Once on the other side you travel along the Atlantic
until you come to the holiday town of Lahinch and then onto the Cliffs of Moher,
700 foot Cliffs into the Atlantic.

Overnight in your Bed & Breakfast in Bunratty. Guests will enjoy excellent
home-cooked breakfasts and dinners and their hosts will be happy to tell them a
story or two.

DAY 6:

This morning you travel to Galway and enjoy a city tour of this city known as the
“City of the Tribes”. See Eyre Square, The Court House, Salmon Weir Bridge
and many other sites. Your driver will take you for a relaxing drive along the
Galway coast line and take some wonderful photos at Bearna or Furbo.

Return to Bunratty for your final overnight.

DAY 7:

Its open fireplace, wood fittings, gy s
and stone floors provide a comfortable environment for conversation, craic and Irish Music
live traditional music.

Overnight in Ennis Hotel or Bed/Breakfast.

DAY 2:
After Full Irish Breakfast you are driven northwards to Galway which will be your
base for the next couple of nights.

Enroute discover the unique landscape of the Burren : “The Burren is a
limestone plateau occupying an area of over one hundred square miles in North
Clare. It is an area of scenic attractions where the clear light, reflected from the
stone-grey hills, seems to radiate an air of timelessness, which is made more
realistic by the presence of the many prehistoric remains that dot the fields and
the valleys beneath. Here the unfolding layers of limestone form terraces on the
slopes of the hills — a limestone desert but with a quick-changing landscape.
Within a few miles may be seen verdant valleys, bright, green hills thick with
hazel and bramble, while the grey heights are relieved by streaks of coloured
vegetation contained in the fissures and rock joints.”

Arrive in Galway and check-into your hotel. Poulnabrone Dolmen
Enjoy an Irish Music Session in the Western Bar : the atmosphere is relaxed

and friendly with the emphasis on the craic and having fun with the tunes and

songs.

Overnight in Galway Hotel.

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DAY 3:

Today you are driven by your chauffeur to Kylemore Abbey: the convent of the
Benedictine Nuns of Ypres, beautifully set on Lake Kylemore . Visit the
picturesque Abbey (reception rooms, video and exhibition), and enjoy a stroll to
the beautifully restored Gothic Church; browse in the craft shop and sample our
home cooked food.

It's then onwards to Roundstone where you will visit Malachy Kearns, better
known as Malachy Bodhran amongst folk musicians. He works at his craft of
making Ireland 's oldest product the Bodhran. In the hands of a skilled player the
Bodhran can be a subtle and exciting instrument — striking the skin in a variety of
ways, one hand tucked in behind the skin, pressing and moving to vary the
colour and the intensity of the sound.

Return to Galway.

Tonight you may want to visit the Music at the Crossroads Show — this Show
captures the audience's imagination as it takes you on a voyage of discovery of
Irish traditional music, from its roots, through to other genres in its musical
family, such as Gypsy, Bluegrass, Folk, Classical and Jazz.

Overnight in Galway Hotel.

DAY 4:

After Breakfast your chauffeur takes you eastwards through the midland
counties of Ireland to Dublin .

You will stop enroute in Lockes Distillery . Established in 1757, Locke's Distillery
is the oldest licensed pot still distillery in the world. Locke's produced triple
distilled whiskey for nearly 200 years. Now open as a museum , guided tours
follow the process from the grinding of the grain to the casking of the final
product. At the end of the tour you are treated to a complimentary sample of
Kilbeggan Irish Whiskey.

Overnight in your Dublin Hotel.
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DAY 5:

Today enjoy a hop on hop off Dublin City Tour: - this tour has been carefully
designed to give you the freedom to explore and experience the history and
culture of Dublin at you leisure. The tour operates daily from 09.30am and can
be joined at any of the 23 stops, each conveniently located near one of the most
popular Dublin attractions. For example, you can join outside Trinity College ,
leave at the Guinness Storehouse (and sample the product!) and then rejoin
later.

Enjoy some free time in Dublin. Tonight discover what one of many Dublin's

pubs can offer you. Hop on hop off Dublin

Turning inland, the tour climbs into the beautiful Wicklow Mountains and
continues through the enchanting old world village of Enniskerry to Powerscourt
House and Gardens. The estate, in its spectacular mountain setting, is amongst
the finest in Europe and has featured in many films including Mel Gibson's
“Braveheart”.

You will have lots of time to explore the grounds to see the Italian, Japanese
and walled gardens or browse the renowned Avoca Handweavers shop and
café. Before returning to Dublin the tour passes through the dramatic .
geographical fault known as the Scalp and the ever-changing scenery of the Irish Music
Wicklow and Dublin mountains.

On your final night enjoy a Musical Pub Craw! of Dublin. The Traditional Irish
Musical Pub Crawl is led by two professional musicians who perform tunes and
songs while telling the story of Irish Music and its influences on contemporary
world music.

DAY 4:

After breakfast you travel south-east to Kilmeadan in Waterford. This town
located in what is known as Ireland 's Golden Vale, home of our top dairy
products.
